Dear Parents and Caregivers

The week has been very busy at school, with
Careers Week activities focusing on outlining
possibilities for students’ future employment,
including a series of assemblies where many past
students outline their employment directions since
they left school. The week has a great deal of
organisation behind it, and while various staff are
involved, Penny Clarke is the driver of the week.
Penny is a legend in this area of work, as any
student she has worked with will confirm. If any
students need further advice or conversation they
can ask her to help and they will find someone who
is very special.

Also happening this week has been Service Week
run by the student Service Council. The week
began with a mufti day that provided around two
thousand cans of food for the local Food Bank.
Thank you to the organisers, and to students and
parents for the generosity. The Food Bank people
are very keen for this to be an annual event, as the
demand at this time of year is very high. Families
experiencing tough times can be very exposed in
winter as household heating bills soar. The Service
Council’s choice to focus on helping our local
community is a strong affirmation of their sense of
citizenship.

That community awareness is such an important
part of being who we are. We've already mentioned
the efforts of student volunteers in various
enterprises this year. A group of Year 12 students
decided that last weekend they would join together
as part of a Petone Beach clean-up effort, working
with the help of the Hutt City Council. Their
voluntary effort is a great example of teenagers
helping their local area. Another group last week
were involved in a curriculum-linked effort that
involved running a session helping students from the
Supported Learning Centre. The manner and tone
of their work was such that a local resident
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who happened to be present in the gym called to
say how impressed she was. She said they were
respectful, thorough and patient, and their actions
reflected well on them and on the school. That’s
important, as it contributes to the view we teachers
have of our students; as terrific young people who
care about their world and are prepared to work
positively to help it.

The service ethos is an important part of being a
New Zealander and it’s an important part of this
school. | like to think it is part of the reason we
continue to see considerable demand for places
each year, but it's a demand we cannot
accommodate in full. Last week, we had to send
letters to 63 families of out-of-zone young people
telling them that we are unable to take their son or
daughter into the Year 9 of 2018. Thatis a
disappointment, of course, but that level of demand
is encouraging for us as a school. We work hard to
try to help foster in each student a view of the world
that is wider than their own narrow concerns and |
think that is a core part of education. When we get
that right as a country, we end up with a kind
society. “Kind” is an apparently simple word, but a
kind society is one that requires an active and
complex commitment from all of us to achieve.

Thank you to all those who this week have nudged
us further down that path.
